This area of land will remain fenced off for everyone’s safety and will be the site for a new parish centre.

Parish Autumn Fair; after much discussion about this, we have decided not to have an Autumn Fair this year. Also, it was not very well supported by parishioners coming on the day. The Parish Council are going to speak to us in September at all Masses and form a fundraising group to organise two or three events each year to bring the parish together and raise money for our development. We will however, still have an annual raffle and this will be arranged for the end of the year. A big ‘thank you’ to everyone who has organised the Autumn fair in the past – it might be that after a year off, we re-launch it with a new focus.
