Update





Earlier in the week, the decision was taken to completely close all churches. 





They had previously been open for private prayer so people could pop in for a visit, but in the light of the instruction to remain at home unless out for shopping, getting medical supplies, going to work or for a walk/run/cycle each day, it was decided that to leave churches open would be to give the impression that it was ok to leave one’s home to visit church …. This would have run the risk of people coming into contact and also leaving their homes when they should have stayed indoors.

The Easter Services





Easter is not cancelled (the resurrection did still happen!) but we will not be celebrating the Easter services together - - but Fr Joe will be celebrating them in the church and they will be live streamed …….





But here’s an idea…… how about different people or families volunteer to do a small part of the services, film it, email it to the parish email address, and we edit them together and make them available on the parish website for us all to see?

Parish Office For the moment, the Parish Office will function as normal. The answering machine will be checked at least twice a day and emails will be picked up. Do not visit the office. Post or messages can be left in the postbox by the front door. 





Parish Finances The period of closure will have a significant impact on the parish income, as will the cancellation of parish centre bookings. As there will be no weekly collection, counting teams don’t  have to count the money for banking.  Thank you to those of you who have moved to Standing Orders as this will mean that the parish has a small amount of income coming in to cover fixed costs. 





SVP and Eucharistic Ministers visiting homes


All home visits by the St Vincent de Paul society and Eucharistic Ministers with Holy Communion are suspended until further notice. 


SVP members – please contact your usual visits by phone every 3 or so days to see if they are ok – particularly if they live alone. If they don’t have any family who are able to support them, offer to help with shopping etc .... but only do so if it is safe for you to go out. Follow NHS and government advice – your own health is important. If necessary, refer requests for help to the SVP Chair, Breda Byrnes, or to the Parish Office


Eucharistic Ministers – please contact your usual visits by phone every 3 or so days to see if they are ok – particularly if they live alone. If they don’t have any family who are able to support them, offer to help with shopping etc .... but only do so if it is safe for you to go out. Follow NHS and government advice – your own health is important. If necessary, refer requests for help to the Parish Office


For both groups– if you judge that someone is in urgent need of Holy Communion or Sacrament of the Sick, contact Fr Joe immediately. 





Baptisms, weddings, funerals


For the moment, these are not taking place as scheduled. 


Baptisms; Any scheduled baptisms are postponed and will be rescheduled for later in the year. Baptisms will only take place in an emergency. Contact Fr Joe if this is the case. 


Weddings; If possible, these celebrations should be postponed until they can be rescheduled later in the year. If this is not possible, and only in the most pressing of circumstances, then a wedding will take place in church, but only with the Bride and Groom, two witnesses and the officiating priest present. 


Funerals; these will take place with arrangement with one of the local funeral directors. However, they will only be services at the graveside for a burial or at the crematorium. Immediate family only up to 20 people will be permitted to attend. Both at the grave and at the crematorium will be Catholic funeral services but a funeral Mass will not be possible. Once all restrictions are lifted, we will arrange with families to celebrate a Requiem Mass for the deceased in church. 





Fr Eamonn’s Memorial Mass; Scheduled for Thursday 26th March, this is now postponed and will be re-scheduled for later in the year. 





Parish Centre activities; All regular groups – Slimming World, Fun Chorus, Saxondale Strings, Evergreen etc – have suspended their meetings until further notice. Their booking slots will be held until activities are resumed. 





First Holy Communion preparation programme; The celebrations scheduled for 6/7th and 13/14th June are postponed and will be rescheduled for later in the year when public worship is allowed to resume


Parents; continue working with your children at home to work through their preparation booklet
